These deputies are assigned full-time to 

work in these communities.  

 

The total population of these towns is 34,086. Total square 

mileage in this area is 321.4 miles. It should be noted that 

these townsô populations grow enormously in the summer 

months.

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MLEAP Accreditation 

In 2025, the York County Sheriff's Office received its re-accreditation with the Maine Law Enforcement 

Accreditation Program (MLEAP). The York County Sheriff's Office is one of only three Sheriff's Offices 

in Maine to have received this accreditation.  The agency received its initial accreditation in 2022. This 

was a mandatory three-year compliance check to maintain its accreditation.  

 

Attaining accreditation through MLEAP means that the agency meets or exceeds 164 identified 

standards for Maine law enforcement agencies that are applicable to the agency. These standards 

cover all aspects of law enforcement operations, including the use of force, protection of 

citizens' rights, pursuits, property and evidence management, and patrol and investigative operations. 

While being accredited does not guarantee an agency will not make a mistake, it does ensure that the 

agency has carefully thought about these critical issues, has developed policies and procedures to 

address them, and has systems in place to identify and correct problems. 

 

The assessment process includes a review by trained MLEAP assessors to ensure the department 

seeking reaccreditation has the required policies, procedures, training, and physical infrastructure to 

comply with the established standards. The process began with an off-site review of all applicable 

chapters and verification of the proofs of compliance provided by the York County Sheriffôs Office. 

MLEAP ensures an agency has addressed the most critical law enforcement issues in both policies as 

well as in actual operations, often requiring proof that every employee has received and understands 

department policies. Additional requirements can include proof of roll-call training, topic-specific 

training and online courses, Field Training (FTO), or proof of specific skills training. Finally, the on-site 

review consists of a physical verification that all the required practices are happening on any given 

day.

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The York County Sheriff's Office has four deputies assigned to the Southern Maine Special Response Team. Det. 
Sgt. Kyle Kassa is the Assistant Commander on the team, while Detective Steven Broy and Deputy Alex Markellos 

are operators. Deputy Justin Titcomb is a crisis negotiator with the team.  

The Southern Maine Special Response Team was activated 17 times in 2025. They also must complete monthly 
training to keep their certifications with the Maine Criminal Justice Academy. During the year, Detective Sgt. Kassa 
completed 243 hours of training, while Detective Broy completed 215 hours, and Deputy Markellos completed 324 

hours.  

Partial team deployment to conduct tactical surveillance/pre-operation surveillance of a premises in Lebanon. A 
suspect wanted in connection with the shooting of four individuals in Portland, Maine, in 2024, was suspected of 
being present in a residence. The suspect was also a known current gang member, a combat veteran, and 
considered by the investigating agency as armed and dangerous.  Surveillance was established, but it was not 

established that the suspect was present. The suspect was later arrested out of state.  

Search & arrest warrant execution on behalf of MDEA in Sanford. The target residence was known to be a drug-
involved premises, and a shooting incident was believed to have occurred there a week prior. Eighteen (18) 
persons were detained during the execution, resulting in numerous arrests, drugs, drug proceeds, and replica 

firearms being seized.  

SMSRT resolved a criminal barricade in Kittery after the suspect threatened contractors working next door with a 
rifle and pistol and refused to exit his home after being told he was under arrest by KPD. A SMSRT 
operator impacted the suspect with a 40mm less lethal munition, and CNT engaged in lengthy negotiations resulting 

in his surrender without incident. Firearms were seized from the home.   

Partial team deployment to South Berwick for an open-air/take-away arrest of a subject wanted for numerous felony 
crimes of violence. The suspect was wanted for an armed home invasion domestic violence incident and was 
known to be armed. SBPD set surveillance on the subjectôs residence, however, it was not established that the 

suspect was inside, as no activity was observed. The suspect was later arrested in New Hampshire.  

North Berwick officers encountered gunfire from within a residence while attempting to effect an arrest. SMSRT and 
Cumberland County Emergency Services Unit deployed and established crisis negotiations with the shooter and his 
mother. Chemical munitions were deployed, which resulted in the mother's surrender, followed by a heavy

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gas deployment, which resulted in the suspectôs surrender. The shooter exited the home wearing two 

ballistic vests and was taken into custody.   

A high-risk search warrant related to a burglary and drug investigation was executed in Sanford. Four 
people exited the home, but one remained inside and refused to leave. EMA deployed a 
UAV, which hovered over him as he was lying in bed with one hand concealed under a blanket. The 

UAV prompted him to surrender, rendering the apartment safe for investigators to enter.   

Partial team callout to assist the Maine Drug Enforcement Agency in placing a tracker related to a 
methamphetamine production investigation. A search warrant was obtained by MDEA, and operators covertly 

escorted the case agent to the premises to place a device. The operation was successful.  

The York County Sheriffôs Office executed a search warrant in Lebanon related to a drive-by shooting with a 556 
rifle that targeted an occupied residence. SMSRT supported the operation with Unmanned Aerial Vehicle (UVA)  

overflight, containment, and stood by in a Quick Reaction Force (QRF) capacity if resistance was encountered.   

SMSRT executed search and arrest warrants in Sanford on behalf of the Maine Drug Enforcement Agency. The 
target residence was an established drug-involved premises with a history of weapons and crimes of 
violence. Approximately a dozen individuals were detained during the operation, including two persons found by an 

operator hiding in a wall.   

SMSRT assisted Buxton and Gorham PD after a suspect brandished a handgun at officers who were at the 
home serving a summons. CNT engaged the suspect, and the team ported a window with the MRAP to prepare 

for tactical options. Following the window port, the suspect surrendered and was taken into custody.   

Partial team callout (CNT) responded to North Berwick for a suicidal person in a vehicle. CNT 

eventually established contact with the subject by telephone and assisted in his safe surrender.   

SMSRT and MSP tactical teams executed simultaneous search warrants on behalf of the Maine Drug Enforcement 

Agency in Buxton & Hollis. The residence was rendered safe for agents to enter and search.   

SMSRT executed search and arrest warrants at an apartment building in Biddeford on behalf of Biddeford PD. Prior 
to the operation, a wanted suspect fled a traffic stop and was believed to be barricaded in his nearby 

apartment. Given the suspectôs criminal history, the team deployed 

and took him into custody without incident.   

Three (3) partial team deployments to Kennebunkport (details) 

to assist with security at mass gathering holiday events. 

A search and arrest warrant was executed on behalf of Sanford PD 
related to an armed robbery investigation. All persons within the target 
residence complied with orders to exit. The suspect was taken 

into custody, and a firearm was later recovered by investigators.   

SMSRT was briefly activated for a possible hostage incident in Eliot. 
Eliot PD reported that a male and a female were barricaded in a trailer. 
A third person present inside witnessed the male strangling the female 
before the person fled and contacted the police. Responding officers 
engaged the suspect on the phone, who was escalated and refused to 
exit. The suspect eventually surrendered to police prior to the team's 

response.  
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The York County Sheriff's Office has a full-time deputy assigned to the Maine Drug Enforcement Agency 
(MDEA). Major Jeffrey Regan was promoted to the Supervisory Special Agent of the York County MDEA 
Task Force in 2025. During this past year, MDEA was comprised of officers from the York County Sheriff's 
Office, Maine State Police, Sanford Police Department, Kennebunk Police Department, Buxton Police De-
partment, and the Biddeford Police Department. MDEA is responsible for identifying and disrupting drug 
trafficking organizations that are attempting to distribute illicit drugs like fentanyl, cocaine, and crystal 
methamphetamine in York County and the State of Maine.

In 2023, Chief Deputy Forbes (YCSO), Chief Robert Mackenzie (Kennebunk PD), 

Chief Kevin Collins (Buxton PD), Chief Craig Andersen (retired-Sanford PD) and 

MDEA Commander, Scott Pelletier began to discuss the formation of a regional 

special enforcement team in York County. The goal of this unit was to help police 

departments augment their staffing levels during large events or public safety issues in 

a community.  

 

In June of 2025, the final policies were established, and the Southern Maine Multi-

Jurisdictional Enforcement Team (SMMJET) was formalized. The following agencies 

are currently participating, the York County Sheriff's Office, Old Orchard Beach PD, 

Kennebunk PD, Kennebunkport PD, York PD, Sanford PD, Saco PD, Buxton PD, 

Kittery PD, and the Maine Drug Enforcement Agency. As stated in the SMMJET 

policy, this team will be used as a resource when a situation, event, or on-going 

matter has the potential to overwhelm a responding patrol force because of the scale, 

complexity, or duration of the situation or the need for specialized skills, personnel 

and/or equipment to better ensure the successful resolution of the incident. 

 

The SMMJET team was immediately successfully utilized for two events. One was 

on July 4th in Old Orchard Beach for the annual fireworks show which draws 

thousands of people to the community. The large police presence proved to be a 

deterrent as there were very few arrests or issues.  The team was then called out on 

July 11th, 12th, and 13th, at a weekend event at the Proving Grounds in Lebanon. 

Officers conducted high-visibility traffic enforcement outside the event throughout the 

weekend to deter intoxicated operators from leaving the event. Once again, this 

operation was a huge success as there were no major traffic crashes or arrests 

throughout the weekend.  
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Criminal Investigation Division 

The Criminal Investigation Division of the York County Sheriff's Office was very busy in 2025, handling a 
number of different responsibilities and investigations. Det. Sgt. Kyle Kassa is the supervisor of this 
division.  Detective Steven Broy and Detective Thomas Searway were assigned as detectives during the 

year. Detective Searway was working as a Domestic Violence Investigator on a fully 
funded grant from Caring Unlimited. Detective Searway retired in June, and this position 
has remained vacant because of staffing issues.  
 

The CID Division handles more in-depth investigations that 
the patrol division might not have the time or resources for. 
They will often assist the Patrol Division with investigations 
that may require more follow-up with interviews of suspects 
or witnesses.  Detectives are also responsible for the 

evidence room and making sure all evidence is properly processed, 
packaged, documented, and stored for future criminal proceedings.  
 

During the year, our CID Division received a number of Department of Health and Human Services 
referrals involving suspected child abuse cases. The detectives are required to investigate these 
complaints and, if necessary, file criminal charges if the allegations prove valid. The detectives also work 
with the DHHS caseworkers to ensure the safety of the child and other family 
members.  
 

The Criminal Investigation Division is also responsible for making sure that all the 
registered sex offenders that reside in Parsonsfield, Cornish, Limington, Limerick, 
Hollis, Dayton, Newfield, Acton, Shapleigh, Lebanon, Alfred, Arundel, Lyman, and 
Waterboro are properly registered and following the conditions of their cases. Each sex 
offender must report to the Sheriff's Office every three months and meet with a 
detective.

During the year, CID also assisted several other agencies across the country with investigations that had 
a nexus to Maine. One investigation involved an out-of-state cold case homicide investigation.  

 
Det. Sgt. Kassa took a weeklong class in Alabama that focused 
on cryptocurrency fraud investigations. The York County Sheriff's 
Office investigated numerous complaints during the year from 
victims of cyber crimes in which thousands of dollars were stolen 
from them. This training will provide us the ability to identify and 
prosecute these individuals and hopefully recover victims' 
money.

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Notable Investigations  
 
An eighteen (18) year old suspect residing in California was interviewed and charged as a juvenile with 
Gross Sexual Assault after the investigation determined that he had sexually assaulted a 7-year-old 

sibling over a period of approximately two 
years in Lebanon.  
 
Wen Chen (24), New York, and Weijie Yan 
(22), New York; Chinese nationals were 
convicted by guilty plea for their roles in 
traveling from New York to Maine, intending 
to steal $50,000 from an elderly scam 
victim.  

  
 
A multi-jurisdictional burglary investigation at a commercial firearms establishment resulted in the recovery 
of two of the stolen firearms. Two juvenile suspects were identified, and the completed investigation was 
sent to the District Attorney's Office.  
 
Search warrants were executed at two search sites in Lebanon related to a multi-jurisdictional armed 
robbery investigation. Investigators identified two juvenile suspects, recovered clothing used during the 
robbery, and a firearm that was suspected to be stolen.  
 
Detectives assisted an outside agency with a cold case homicide investigation. Key evidence was 

collected linking a suspect to the crime. The investigation is ongoing. 
 
Jason Fernald (46), Sanford, and Evan Chapman (27), Sanford, were 
convicted by guilty plea in the U.S. District Court of Maine for their roles in a 
series of drive-by shootings in Lebanon and Acton. Fernald pled guilty to drug 
trafficking, two counts of discharging a firearm in furtherance of a drug crime, 
and conspiracy to use a firearm in furtherance of a drug crime. Chapman pled 
guilty to being an accessory after the fact in a drug-related shooting. Another 
defendant is awaiting trial.  

 
 

 
Timothy Riley (42), of Gorham, pled guilty in U.S. 
District Court of Maine to committing an armed 
robbery at the Gorham Savings Bank in 
Waterboro and was sentenced to 22 years in 
federal prison. This investigation was led by Det. 
Sgt. Kyle Kassa who coordinated the 
investigation with the FBI and the Buxton Police 
Department.

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The York County Sheriff's Office has four members assigned to 
the York County Peer Support Team. They are Deputy Travis 
Jones, Deputy Robert Carr, Deputy Levi Johnson, and Deputy 
Cody Frazier. The York County Peer Support Team was started 
in 2020 when the York County Sheriff's Office received a 
$111,000 grant from the U.S. Department of Justice COPS 
Office.  
 
This grant allowed the Sheriff's Office to start a county-wide 
team of trained peer supporters, clinicians, and a chaplain to assist law enforcement officers with 
managing the daily stress and emotions of the job. The team's mission is to focus on the emotional 
challenges that law enforcement and first responders can face while serving the public. Several York 

County area police departments have members on the team.  
 
In January, the York County Sheriff's Office organized a two-day 
training at the York Harbor Inn for all of its members.  
 
In 2025, the Peer Support Team conducted 9 debriefings that were 
attended by 85 officers. The team also conducted 78 one-on-one 
sessions with officers.

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Deputy Cody Frazier and K-9 Rebel are assigned as the 
K-9 Unit for the York County Sheriff's Office. They have 
been a team since 2022. K-9 Rebel is a dual-purpose K-
9, trained in narcotics detection and patrol work, which 
includes tracking individuals, building searches, evidence 
searches, and apprehending suspects involved in violent 
crimes.  
 

K-9 Rebel was purchased through a grant from the 
Stanton Foundation. This grant provided funding for all 
costs associated with the K-9 program for three years. 
These costs included the cost to purchase K-9 Rebel, 
outfit the cruiser, equipment, training, food, veterinary 
bills, and of course his favorite toys.

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The York County Sheriff's Office Civil Division is responsible for serving all 
civil processes within York County as directed by the court system. These 
papers include, but are not limited to, family matters, evictions, subpoenas, 
notices, court orders, complaints, and summonses for both criminal and civil 
cases.   
 
In 2025, the unit consisted of Civil Deputy Supervisor Bradley Paul, Deputy 
David Pratt, and Deputy Jimmie Baccon. They served a total of 5077 papers. 

Court Security Deputy 
 

The York County Sheriff's Office provides security at the York County courthouse in 
Alfred. Presently, Probate Court, Deeds, and some other offices are located in this 
building. Because of the sensitive and highly emotional cases that are often presented in 
Probate Court, a deputy is needed to maintain safety and security for Judge Scott Houde, 
the administrative staff, and the individuals involved in the court proceedings.  This 
deputy is responsible for screening all visitors to the courthouse and providing security 
inside the courtroom during court proceedings.  
 
Deputy Dennis Chagnon was assigned this role in 2025. The York County Sheriff's Office has since hired 
a second full-time position (will be a hybrid position with the civil department) as well as a reserve deputy 
to assist with staffing at the courthouse.

Civil Process Division 
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School Resource Officer 

In 2025, Deputies Cummer and Pellerin served as School Resource 
Officers (SROs) for Regional School Unit 57 (RSU 57), supporting a 
district of seven schools and approximately 3,600 students across 
southwestern Maine. Deputy Cummer was primarily assigned to 
Massabesic High School in Waterboro, while Deputy Pellerin was 
primarily assigned to Massabesic Middle School. Despite their primary 
school assignments, both deputies collaborated closely on district-wide 
initiatives, shared events, enforcement efforts, and professional 

development. 

Their work emphasized proactive safety, positive student and community 
engagement, thorough incident response, and continuous training, 
contributing to safer and more supportive school environments 
throughout RSU 57ðincluding outreach to homeschooled students. Key 

statistics for the year include:

These figures reflect the deputiesô active role in both preventive and reactive policing within the school 

setting. 

Community Engagement and Positive Interactions 

The deputies worked to build trust and approachability through consistent, creative, and youth-focused 

outreach that extended beyond traditional school buildings: 

 ǒ Weekly Badge Briefs: Deputy Cummer authored regular "Badge Brief" contributions for the 
 Massabesic High School weekly newsletter, sharing safety reminders, law enforcement 
 perspectives, and positive school highlights to keep parents, students, and staff informed and 

 connected. 

 ǒ Fun and Approachable Presence: Deputy Cummer dressed as the Easter Bunny during the 
 Easter season at Massabesic High School, greeting students and creating joyful, memorable 

 interactions that helped demystify law enforcement and strengthen community bonds. 

 ǒ Daily Dad Jokes Initiative: Deputy Pellerin brightened the hallways at Massabesic Middle 
 School by posting a new dad joke every day on a whiteboard outside his office. This simple, daily 
 tradition became a beloved ritual among students and staff, sparking smiles, groans, and 

 conversations that made Deputy Pellerin a highly approachable and relatable figure on campus. 

 ǒ Law Enforcement Club Initiative: Deputy Pellerin founded and led a new Law Enforcement Club 
 at Massabesic Middle School, providing students with hands-on exposure to public safety 
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 careers, civic education, and leadership opportunities. Deputy Cummer assisted with club 

 activities, offering support and additional perspectives to enhance the programôs impact. 

 ǒ Citizens Police Academy Leadership: Deputy Cummer hosted and organized the first Citizens 
 Police Academy program in partnership with RSU 57 and the York County Sheriff's Office. This 
 inaugural academy brought community members, parents, school staff, and other residents 
 together for an in-depth, multi-session experience covering law enforcement operations, 
 procedures, role demonstrations, and community safety topics, significantly enhancing public 

 understanding and trust in the Sheriff's Office. 

 ǒ Special Olympics Law Enforcement Torch Run Liaison: Deputy Cummer served as the York 
 County Sheriff's Office Law Enforcement Torch Run liaison for Special Olympics Maine. In this 
 capacity, he coordinated multiple fundraisers and events throughout the year, including 
 awareness campaigns, donation drives, and community runs/walks, to support athletes with 
 intellectual disabilities and raise funds for Special Olympics programs. His leadership helped 
 strengthen ties between law enforcement, schools, and the broader community while promoting 

 inclusion and goodwill. 

 ǒ Homeschool Family Outreach: Deputies Cummer and Pellerin visited over 20 homes of 
 homeschooled students within the RSU 57 district. These proactive wellness checks and 
 relationship-building visits allowed the deputies to connect directly with families, discuss school 
 safety topics, offer resources, and ensure homeschooled students felt supported and included as 

 part of the broader RSU 57 community. 

 ǒ Camp Postcard Participation: Both deputies attended Camp Postcard, joining youth in a 
 mentorship-focused outdoor program to promote positive development and preventive 

 engagement with at-risk students. 

Event Security and School Spirit Support 

Deputies Cummer and Pellerin maintained high visibility at major school functions to ensure safety while 

supporting student milestones and extracurricular activities: 

 ǒ Dances and Prom: Both deputies attended numerous school dances throughout the year, 
 including prom at Massabesic High School, providing supervision, rapid response capability, and 

 opportunities for friendly, informal interactions with students. 

 ǒ Graduation Security Liaison: Deputy Cummer served as the lead security liaison for Massabesic 
 High Schoolôs graduation ceremony at the Cross Insurance Arena in Portland. He coordinated 
 venue security, multi-agency support, crowd management, and emergency planning for this major 

 district event. 
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 ǒ Athletic and Inclusive Events: 

  ǒ Deputy Cummer attended 7 Massabesic High School football games, providing a 
  visible, supportive presence and helping maintain a safe environment for players, fans, 

  and staff during the season. 

  ǒ Deputy Cummer attended the Massabesic High School girlsô wrestling championship in 
  Farmington, Maine, where the team won the state title. He cheered on the athletes, 

  reinforced school pride, and ensured security at this significant achievement event. 

  ǒ Both deputies participated in the Special Olympics  
  York County Games and the State Games in Orono,  
  Maine,  accompanying Massabesic athletes and   
  promoting inclusion, encouragement, and community  

  Involvement. 

Enforcement and Preventive Safety Efforts 

Targeted patrols and monitoring addressed key safety concerns around 

schools and student transportation: 

 ǒ Bus Route Enforcement: Deputies followed school buses on routes to prevent illegal passing by 

 motorists, protecting students during daily transportation and reducing collision risks. 

 ǒ School Zone Patrols: Both deputies dedicated significant time to school-zone enforcement, 
 actively deterring speeding and other violations to safeguard students, pedestrians, and staff at 

 Massabesic High School, Massabesic Middle School, and other district locations. 

 ǒ Risk Assessments: Together, Deputies Cummer and Pellerin participated in over 100 risk 
 assessments across RSU 57 schools. These collaborative evaluations, conducted with 
 administrators, counselors, and support staff, identified and helped mitigate potential threats to 

 student and staff safety. 

Investigations and Incident Response 

The deputies handled serious incidents with professionalism, sensitivity, and adherence to protocol: 

 ǒ Conducted several investigations into school-related matters, ensuring comprehensive 

 documentation, evidence handling, and follow-through. 

 ǒ Managed multiple sexual assault investigations, prioritizing victim-centered approaches, 
 coordination with external agencies, and support for those affected while pursuing appropriate 

 resolutions.

 School Resource Officer certification through the State of Maine, bolstering his specialized 

 knowledge and credentials for his primary role at Massabesic High School. 

 ǒ Methods of Instruction 1: Deputy Cummer completed the Methods of Instruction 1 course 
 through the Maine Criminal Justice Academy. This foundational instructor development training 
 enhances his ability to effectively deliver educational programs, presentations, and training 

 sessions to students, staff, and community members. 

 ǒ Key Conferences Attended: 

  ǒ Maine School Safety Conference ï Both deputies participated, gaining valuable state-

  specific  training on school safety trends, crisis response, and collaborative strategies. 

  ǒ NASRO (National Association of School Resource Officers) Conference in Grapevine, 
  Texas ï Attended by both deputies, this national event provided advanced instruction on 
  youth mental health, active threat preparedness, trauma-informed policing, and  

  innovative school safety  practices. 

Conclusion 

Throughout 2025, Deputy Cummer (Massabesic High School) and Deputy Pellerin (Massabesic Middle 
School) exemplified outstanding dedication as School Resource Officers in RSU 57. Their combined 
effortsðspanning enforcement, prevention, youth mentorship, extensive community outreach, Special 
Olympics Law Enforcement Torch Run coordination with multiple fundraisers and events, community 
education, lighthearted daily engagement via dad jokes, robust support at athletic events including 7 
football games and the state-champion girlsô wrestling meet, event security, and professional growthð

have strengthened safety, trust, inclusion, and positive relationships across the district and beyond. 

The 569 calls for service, 45 incidents, 2 arrests, and 7 accidents handled reflect a year of active, 
responsive service balanced with meaningful preventive, educational, and charitable work. Their efforts 

reflect great credit on the York County Sheriff's Office and 
have made a meaningfulðand often joyfulðdifference in the 
lives of students (in traditional and homeschool settings), 

staff, families, athletes, and community members. 

Looking forward, continued expansion of programs like the 
Law Enforcement Club, Citizens Police Academy (building on 
its successful inaugural year), homeschool outreach, Special 
Olympics initiatives, and creative daily engagement efforts, 
along with increased family safety education and sustained 
advanced training (including further instructor development 
opportunities), remain key priorities. The Sheriff's Office 
commends both deputies for their professionalism, initiative, 
and unwavering commitment to school, community, and 

charitable safety.
