The cover 
page shows the new look for our police cruisers!  We 
made this change to extend the utility of the 
vehicles.  After a police vehicle is used on the road for 
patrol work and is no longer in optimum condition, it is 
ñpassed downò to other units of the county that may use 
the vehicle for non-emergency responses. The decals 
from a black cruiser may be removed more easily and 
not leave a telltale "shadow" of the old markings.  The 
color change was not merely cosmetic; it was 
strategically planned to extend the usage of the 

vehicles.

All jails in Maine are inspected every two years by the 
Maine Department of Corrections to ensure the jails are

This past quarter we were 
inspected by the state and earned a 100% compliance 
rating!  According to MDOC Officials, achieving a 
perfect score is a very rare rating, and I am very proud 
of the jail staff lead by Major Lori Marks.  You can read

Chief Deputy Forbes is a subject matter expert on law 
enforcement accreditation, which ensures the agency 
(like the MDOC Inspections) has the most 
contemporary policies and practices.  He is a trained 
evaluator with the Maine Law Enforcement 
Accreditation Program (MLEAP) and his expertise is 
also sought by other agencies who are preparing for 
their MLEAP Accreditation.  Consequently, it is no 
surprise that the York County Sheriffôs Office was the 
first county law enforcement agency to receive MLEAP 
Accreditation and we were recently reaccredited by

Maine Law Enforcement Accreditation Program  
The York County Sheriff's Office is proud to announce that we have received our re-accreditation with the Maine Law 
Enforcement Accreditation Program (MLEAP). The York County Sheriff's Office is one of only three Sheriff's Offices in Maine 
to have received this accreditation.  The agency received its initial accreditation in 2022. This was a mandatory three-year 
compliance check to maintain its accreditation. 
 

Attaining accreditation through MLEAP means that the agency meets or exceeds 164 identified standards for Maine law 
enforcement agencies that are applicable to the agency. These standards cover all aspects of law enforcement 
operations, including the use of force, protection of citizens' rights, pursuits, property and evidence management, and patrol and 
investigative operations. MLEAP accreditation ensures that the Agency has carefully thought about potential critical issues, has developed 
policies and procedures to address them, and has systems in place to identify and correct deficiencies. 
 

The assessment process includes a review by trained MLEAP assessors to ensure the department seeking reaccreditation has the required 
policies, procedures, training, and physical infrastructure to comply with the established standards. The process began with an off-site review of 
all applicable chapters and verification of the proofs of compliance provided by the York County Sheriffôs Office. MLEAP ensures an agency has 
addressed the most critical law enforcement issues in both policies as well as in actual operations, often requiring proof that every employee 
has received and understands department policies. 
 

Additional requirements can include proof of roll-call training, topic-specific training and online courses, 
Field Training (FTO), or proof of specific skills training. Finally, the on-site review consists of a physical 
verification that all the required practices are happening on any given day. Staff were also interviewed 

during the on-site review, which took place on December 4, 2025.

Waterboro Search 
Warrant -  Assist Agency 
 
On March 4, 2026, the York County Sheriff's Office and the 
FBI Boston Division assisted the Marin County (California) 
Sheriffôs Office with a search at 795 Main Street in 
Waterboro.  The Marin County Sheriff's Office has released 
a statement, which we have attached here.

MARIN COUNTY, CALIFORNIA SHERIFFôS OFFICE SERVES 
SEARCH WARRANT AT YORK COUNTY, MAINE RESIDENCE 
IN CONNECTION WITH ONGOING INVESTIGATION 
 

The Marin County Sheriffôs Office confirms that investigators 
recently served a search warrant at a residence in York County, 
Maine, in connection with an ongoing investigation being 
conducted by the Marin County Sheriffôs Office Investigations 
Division. 
 

Detectives from the Marin County Sheriffôs Office traveled to Maine 
to carry out an investigative search warrant at a residence and 
were assisted by members of the York County Sheriffôs Office as 
well as the Federal Bureau of Investigationôs Boston Field Office. 
 

The Marin County Sheriffôs Office appreciates the cooperation and 
professionalism of both agencies during this investigative effort.  
Because the investigation remains active and ongoing, and to 
protect the integrity of the investigative process, the Marin County 
Sheriffôs Office is unable to provide additional details currently. No 
arrests have been made.

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Drug Trafficking  

Waterboro 
On February 19th, members of the Southern Maine Special 
Enforcement Team conducted a detail in the Waterboro 
area due to ongoing concerns involving drug trafficking 
activity. During this detail, two individuals were arrested for 
felony drug trafficking violations. Melisa Calvo (53 years old 
of Limerick) was arrested for Unlawful Possession of a 
Schedule W Drug (cocaine base). Calvo's bail was set at 
$10,000 cash. Jesse Bedard (54 years 
old from Biddeford) was arrested for 
Unlawful Possession of a Schedule W 
Drug (cocaine base) and Violation of 
Conditions of Release. No bail was 
allowed.  

The Southern Maine Special 
Enforcement Team is made up of 
officers from local police agencies that 
are utilized to assist police departments 
augument their staffing levels during 
large events or other public safety 
concerns in the community.  

  Warrant Arrest 
In March, Deputy Levi Johnson of the York County 
Sheriff's Office stopped a vehicle on Rt 202 in Lebanon for 
a traffic violation. When Deputy Johnson approached the 
vehicle, he observed a subject he recognized as Jamison 
Snyder (54 years old from Lebanon) as a front seat 
passenger. Deputy Johnson was aware that Synder held 
outstanding warrants for his arrest for Operating after 
Revoked-Habitual Offender, Refusing to Submit to Arrest, 
Criminal Mischief, and Violation of Conditions of Release. 
 

During the traffic stop, Snyder fled from the vehicle. 
Deputy Johnson pursued Snyder into a snowbank, where 
he attempted to place Snyder under arrest. Snyder 
actively resisted arrest, and Deputy Johnson was forced 
to deploy a taser to place him in custody. 
 

Snyder was transported to the York County Jail, where he 
was processed on his warrants as well as new charges of 

Refusing to Submit to Arrest and 
Violation of Condition of Release. 
His bail on the warrants was set at 
1,000; however, no bail was 
allowed on the new charges.  

Kidnapping  
DV Assault 

In January, Deputy Markellos 
arrested Armand Dauphinais, a 39-
year-old male from Rhode Island, 
after probable cause was 
established for Domestic Violence Assault (Class D 

Misdemeanor) and Kidnapping (Class A Felony).  

The arrest stemmed from an incident that occurred on 
January 20th in the town of Hollis, that was reported to the 
Sheriffôs Office.  Law enforcement agencies searched for 
Dauphinais after the reported assault and throughout that 
night.  On January 21st, Deputy Markellos apprehended 
Dauphinais in Hollis.  Due to the nature of the charges, there 
was no bail allowed.

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Warrant Arrests 
 

In April, Deputies responded to a home in 
Lyman, attempting to locate a female who had 
felony warrants for Thefts and Violation of 
Conditions of Release. When deputies arrived 
on scene, they were unable to locate this 
female, but had contact with a Jeri Souliere (37 
years old from Lyman). Deputies learned that 
Souliere was wanted for Domestic Violence 
Terrorizing, and Violation of Conditions of 
Release. When deputies tried to arrest 
Souliere, she removed a pill bottle from her 
clothing and attempted to conceal it. Souliere 
then resisted arrest but, once in custody, 
deputies located suspected crack cocaine in the pill bottle. Souliere 
was also on active bail conditions from a previous arrest, not to be 
at the residence. 
Deputies then spoke to another female identified as Christine 
Plante (55 years old from Lyman), who was also wanted for felony 
theft. She was placed under arrest without incident. 
Souliere and Plante were transported to the YC Jail. Souliere was 
booked on her warrants, and bail was set at $500.00. She was also 
charged with 3 counts of Violations of Conditions of Release, 
Resisting Arrest, and Unlawful Possession of a Scheduled Drug.

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YCSO Citizen Police Academy

After 27 hours of instruction and a ride along with a deputy, 16 members of the 
YCSO Citizen Police Academy graduated March 6. The evening classes 
encompassed an array of topics, from crime scene investigation to the special 
response team, K9 handling, dispatching, jail operations and much more. The 
academy is held each January and February.  

Deputies Matthew  Cummer and Robert Pellerin 
hosted a hands-on traffic stops training at the York County Regional Training 
Center's drill hall in Alfred. The spacious, climate-controlled environment allowed our 
cadets to practice realistic scenarios comfortably ð even in the middle of winter!  A 
huge thank you to Deputy Cummer's father, Sgt. Brian Cummer of the Kittery Police 
Department and his daughter, Annessa Cummer, for volunteering their time as role 
players/actors. Their help made the training more dynamic and effective for everyone 
involved. The Citizens Police Academy continues to bring residents closer to 

understanding the daily work of the York County Sheriff's Office through interactive classes, simulations, lectures, and more. We're proud to 

build trust and transparency one session at a time! 
 

Our Citizens Police Academy participants learned about the critical world of emergency dispatching from SRCC 
dispatchers Morgan Jacques and Tracy Cote. They covered how the Sanford Regional Communications Center 
handles 911 calls and dispatches for York County Sheriffôs patrol areas, six towns for police services, and multiple fire/
EMS agenciesðmaking them the first lifeline in emergencies! Huge thanks to Morgan and Tracy for sharing their 

expertise and showing the behind-the-scenes heroes who keep our region safe.  
 

Participants got an up-close look at realistic use-of-force training!  Detective 
Sergeant Kassa and Deputy Cummer led the session at our brand-new York County 
Regional Training Center in Alfred. Using the latest Axon VR headsets, class 
members experienced immersive, scenario-based simulations covering a full range 
of force optionsðfrom de-escalation and hands-on techniques to less-lethal tools 
like Tasers and defensive firearms.  These safe, high-fidelity simulations help build 
better decision-making and situational awareness, giving civilians a true sense of 
the split-second decisions our deputies make every day to keep our communities 

safe.  Weôre proud to offer this hands-on learning as part of our ongoing Citizens Police Academyðbridging the gap 
between law enforcement and the residents we serve. 

 

Deputy Cody Frazier and his K-9 partner, Rebel, 
delivered an impressive demonstration for the class. 
Attendees got a firsthand look at the rigorous training 
these dedicated K-9 teams complete, Rebelôs 
exceptional narcotics detection and search 
capabilities, and a controlled bite demonstration that 
showcased the strength, precision, and discipline 
required in patrol work. The bond between Deputy 
Frazier and Rebel is truly inspiring, and itôs teams like this that make a real difference in keeping York County safe 
every day. A big thank you to Deputy Frazier and Rebel for sharing their expertise, answering questions, and giving 
our academy participants such a memorable experience!  Weôre proud to offer programs like the Citizens Police 
Academy to build stronger community ties and greater understanding of the work our deputies and K-9s do. 

 

 

Our class got an incredible behind-the-scenes look at the Southern Maine Special Response Team (SRT) and Tactical Medicine during our 
final session!  Deputy Alex Markellos and Detective Steven Broy shared their expertise on SRT operations, including the critical role they play 
in high-risk situations across York County and beyond. They walked us through essential equipment and even demonstrated a flash-bang 

deployment and a 40mm non-lethal roundðsafe, controlled, and eye-
opening for everyone!  We were also joined by Lt. Steve Quinn from the 
Biddeford Fire Department, who serves as a medic on the SRT team. 
He taught us about Tactical Medicine (Tac Med), explaining how 
specially trained medics provide life-saving care in high-threat 
environmentsðfrom tourniquets and chest seals to rapid trauma 
responseðensuring our teams can protect and save lives when it 

matters most.  
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On March 6th, the York County Sheriff's Office held its annual recognition ceremony at the Regional Training Center in 

Alfred.  It began with Ms. Jessica Peck-Lindsey singing the National Anthem, accompanied by Civil Deputy Rosario
